The Women’s Philanthropy Institute released the frst-ever report to measure charitable donations 
from individuals, foundations, and corporations to 45,000+ organizations in the United States 
identifed as being dedicated to women and girls. The report reveals new insights that fundraisers, 
nonprofts, and donors alike can use to inform their eforts.
